Pathway to Remain Closed
Expense and access problems

At a recent Riverside Citizens Association (RCA)
meeting, Joe Pajor and Tim Martz of the City of Wichita,
made a presentation about the bike path that runs along
the Little Arkansas River north of the Villa Del Mar and
Barkley Square Apartments. This path is in very bad shape
and has been closed for the past year.

Problems include failing blacktop surfaces, ADA
accessibility especially at the boat launch bridge area,
lighting that needs completely rewired, and trees/brush
that are extremely difficult to maintain and remove due to
difficult access. The path is also not on public property. It is
on a recreation easement granted to the City by the
developers of the apartments.

The estimate for doing the necessary work to
restore the path is more than $700,000. The alternative
would be to abandon the path and let the property revert
completely to the apartments.

Citizens at the RCA meeting expressed their
thoughts that the latter solution seems to make more
sense now that a new sidewalk has been put in along the
river on the south side of Murdock between Nims and the
Art Museum and since a connectorpath is being put in that
will connect the path north of 1.3 at Minisa with Bitting
Street allowing access from 21 to the entire Riverside
Park System.

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Welcome to Oak Park and
Wichita Wild Habitat Area

Oak Park, purchased in 1922, is a beautiful,
naturally wooded area and the landscape makes it a
delightful place of natural beauty. Besides wooded areas, it
contains long open stretches of lawn, a lily pond, artificial
springs and brooks, stone-curbed drives and inviting
paths.

This park is for all to enjoy, including birders, disc
golfers, and those enjoying nature walking, strolling, or
looking for a quiet place of reflection.

Please remember that the park is one of the few
remaining undisturbed forest areas in Wichita, and we
share it with many species of birds and animals. Please
explore the park on foot as you enjoy the beauty,
recreation, solitude, and wildlife. City code 9.04.150
prohibits the use of bikes and motorized vehicles off the
paved roadway. Bikes may only be ridden on the paved
streets through the park.

All firearms are prohibited in parks and Wildlife
Habitat Areas, including paint ball and pellet guns.
Tree/shrub pruning are prohibited. Dogs must remain
leashed at all times.

Please be considerate as you use this park by
staying on the paths in the wooded areas, and by disposing
of all trash in designated receptacles.

File of Life Could Save Lives
Pick up your free kit

Earlier this year, the Wichita Fire Department in
concert with Sedgwick County Fire District #1, Sedgwick
County EMS and Via Christi St. Francis kicked off the “File
of Life” initiative. The “File of Life”, developed by Via Christi
St. Francis, will give emergency medical responders
pertinent information that is required when responding to a
medical emergency in a person's home.

Emergency medical response crews are often
faced with patients who can't clearly communicate vital
information during an emergency. The “File of Life” will
provide this vital data to the responding emergency
workers.

The “File of Life” kit consists of a red plastic holder
with a clear pocket on the front and a large magnet on the
back that is designed to stick to a refrigerator. Inside the
pocket is a “File of Life"sticker that is placed on the front
door that alerts emergency response crews that there is
critical patientinformation on the refrigerator.

The “File of Life” kit also contains instructions as
well as a medication wallet card and health information
sheet.
